Enroute, you will have your best chance to view a
polar aurora. As these natural phenomena most frequently occur in the north from
September through October, we cannot guarantee that you will see the Northern
Lights. However if you dream of seeing first hand icebergs, polar bears and the aurora
borealis, this is the voyage to choose.

ITINERARY

Day I: Arrive in Reykjavik, Iceland. Transfer to your hotel. Days 2-5: Embark in Reykjavik. Watch
for icebergs as you cross the Denmark Strait to explore the eastern coast of Greenland with possible
landings by zodiac. Day 6: Cruise the southern tip of Greenland with the best chance of viewing an
Aurora Borealis. Days 7-10: Explore the scenic western coast of Greenland including the Iceberg and
llulissat Fjords, visit remote communities and view wildlife including polar bear and musk oxen.

Days 11-16: Look out for diverse birdlife as you sail across Baffin Bay to cruise the south-eastern
coastlines of Baffin Island. Includes Isabella Bay, Pangnirtung and Monumental Island.

Days 17/18: Disembark in Iqaluit, Nunavut, Canada for flight to Ottawa for overnight. Tour ends.
