ADVENTURE
Visit some of the world’s largest and most active 
glaciers, along with National Parks and wildlife 
refuges across this remote and exotic landscape. 
Explore Baffin Island’s unforgettable Auyuittuq 
National Park, and cross the Davis Straight to 
Greenland’s Iceworld. Here you will have an 
opportunity to visit Greenland’s colourful and 
remote communities.

HIGH ARCTIC
Venture northward past the Arctic Circle, 
exploring the length of Baffin Island to the fabled 
Northwest Passage. The scenery is breathtaking, 
with towering mountains, fjords and glaciers. 
Weather and wildlife encounters are unpredictable, 
but sightings of polar bears, walrus and bowhead 
whales are not unusual. This cruise is your best 
chance to view the amazing Aurora Borealis. 

NORTHWEST PASSAGE
This adventurous 9-day trip takes you into true 
polar desert, where you’ll discover icebergs and 
glaciers. Highlights include Victory Point, where 
evidence of the doomed crew of the Franklin 
Expedition (1845-47) was found, and Prince 
Leopold Island, prime breeding ground of murres, 
northern fulmars and black-legged kittiwakes.
